The light (LED) located on the right wing above the “Start” Key indicates the
status of your GamePad

1) The LED flashes green and red at the same time for 1 split second when
the power of your GamePad has been switched on.

2) When the LED flashes a “green” light approximately once every 2 seconds,
it is on standby and can be detected by your Smartphone device.

3) When the LED flashes a “green” light approximately twice every 4 seconds,
it is connected with your Smartphone device and is ready for use.

4) When the LED flashes a “red” light ONLY, it indicates that the battery
needs to be replaced in order to resume normal operation.
